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To preserve the wonderful ancient alder thickets at the Leidsche Rijn Park, cutting back the trees is a heavy, but grateful chore.

Together with the 100.000 new trees that are being planted at the moment, the existing planting will transform the newest part of

Leidsche Rijn Park, the so called Binnenhof-West, into a beautiful green landscape. Besides planting the new trees,

construction works also include re-excavating the Vikingrijn (a meander of the River Rhine) and constructing new tracks and

bridges.
